Afghan Students Scholarship Program
Fall 2014
The Afghan Students Scholarship Program is funded by the U.S. Embassy and run in partnership with the American University of Central Asia (AUCA) and American Councils for International Education (ACIE). The program provides merit-based scholarships to academically qualified students of Afghanistan for undergraduate study at American University of Central Asia (AUCA). The duration of study is typically four years, but may vary depending on field of study and the candidate’s English language proficiency upon enrollment. A total of 29 (22 female and 7 male) full fellowships will be awarded for the 2014-2015 academic year. 

Eligibility Requirements

The Afghan Students Scholarship Program does not discriminate on the basis of race, color, sex, religion, national and ethnic origin, or disability. Competition is merit-based (primarily focused on female applicants) and open to anyone who is:

· A citizen and resident of Afghanistan at the time of application and during the selection process;

· The recipient of a high school diploma by the time of application;

· Proficient in spoken and written English at the time of application;

· Able to demonstrate academic excellence, professional aptitude, and leadership potential; 

· Able to begin the academic program in September 2014;

· Committed to returning to Afghanistan after completion of the program to contribute to its development.

Individuals in the following circumstances are NOT eligible:

· U.S. citizens and permanent residents of the United States; 
· Spouses of U.S. citizens and permanent residents of the United States; 

· Individuals currently participating in academic, training or research programs outside of Afghanistan; 

· Individuals currently residing or working outside Afghanistan;
· Employees, officers, or directors of the Afghan Students Scholarship Program or American Councils for International Education: ACTR/ACCELS, their spouse, children, sibling, or a person in a committed relationship with an employee.

American University of Central Asia (AUCA) is accepting applications for the Afghan Students Scholarship Program, funded by US Embassy in Kabul, and administered by American Councils for International Education. Through this program, AUCA will provide merit-based scholarships for citizens of Afghanistan (primarily female applicants) to pursue an undergraduate degree at the fully-accredited American University of Central Asia.
